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  Thad’s Thoughts

     Over the years, Hollywood has portrayed fatherhood in a variety of 
ways. Perhaps the most iconic portrayal of fatherhood is the 1960’s 
television show Father Knows Best. In that famous sitcom, Robert 
Young portrayed the hard working, perfect dad who was never without a 
suit and tie. The 1970’s brought us Archie Bunker. A blue collar, grumpy, 
racist dad who had a tender heart, but it was rarely seen. The 1980’s 
gave us the beloved Cliff Huxtable, played by then loved comedian 
Bill Cosby. Cliff Huxtable was strict in his family values but very fun 
loving, humorous, and playful. Bill Cosby, unfortunately, turned out to be 
anything but an upstanding father and we have all felt betrayal and bitter 
disappointment as a result of his horrible acts off camera. In the 1990’s 
fatherhood really took a turn for the worst in the sitcom, Married With 
Children. Al Bundy, played by actor Ed O’Neil, was a grumpy, off color, 
deadbeat dad who spent most of his time sitting on a sofa complaining 
about the world. In this world of mixed up images of fatherhood, what 
is a dad to do? 
     On the one hand, we should aspire to be more like Father Knows 
Best. Strong, confident, always sharp dressed and hard working for 
our families. On the other hand, any caring dad wants to be playful 
and humorous so that our families think we are cool and fun like Cliff 
Huxtable. Unfortunately, more times than not, dads wind up more like 
Archie Bunker or Al Bundy, grumpy, tired, and mad with the world. 
Again, what is a dad to do? 
     I invite you to join me in worship this Sunday as we look at a 
biblical understanding of fatherhood. We will examine some biblical 
characteristics of a Godly father in hopes that we might, “Guide fathers, 
in this broken and distracted world, to know, love, and follow Jesus.” 
The problem, of course, with all of the above mentioned fathers is that 
they are fictional, flawed, and skewed. If we look to Hollywood to tell us 
what Godly fatherhood looks like, we are looking in the wrong direction. 
Our Heavenly Father is the only example to which we should look. He 
designed us, He created us, He made us fathers to begin with, and 
He is the only one who can truly guide us to live out His design for our 
lives. I look forward to worshipping with you on Sunday as we look to 
the Heavenly Father!
