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  Thad’s Thoughts

      They say that you know you have a good friend when you can be 
apart for long periods of time, but the minute you are back together it 
is like you were together last week. That was most definitely the case 
for us as we recently spent the weekend with good friends whom we 
hadn’t seen for awhile. We immediately picked up where we left off 
and the laughter never ceased. 

      I heard a pastor say that our prayer life should be the same way. 
Rather than beginning our prayers with a formal introduction each 
time, this pastor said that our prayers should always begin, “Oh, and 
God….” The implication is that we are walking so closely with our Lord 
and Savior that the conversation always picks up right where it left off. 
Because Jesus is closer than a friend, our prayer life can be an ongo-
ing conversation. 

      I imagine that it is very pleasing to God for us to remain so close 
that we are in constant conversation. God never moves. We are the 
ones who often wander off. We are the ones who leave our Creator to 
try and blaze our own trail. Therefore, for us to be able to have a con-
tinual conversation it means that we are staying close and not wander-
ing. There doesn’t have to be that awkward re-entry period because 
we have never really been apart. 

     Romans 12:12 says, “Rejoice in hope, be patient in tribula-
tion, be constant in prayer.” Whether you are rejoicing or you are 
in a time of tribulation, keep the conversation going with Jesus. He 
wants to know all about it. He is a constant companion who will laugh 
with you or who will sit and cry with you. Just talk to him. He is always 
eager to listen!
